A New Song

We HAVE A NEW COVENANT, NOW! IT HAS ALREADY BEEN DONE!  The Word of 

God is the Testimony, the written proof, all that is within it has already been done!  Because it 

has been written and recorded, it has already come to pass in the Spirit, and in the natural!   

 

Even John, having recorded the book of Revelation, recorded what he was instructed to record 

based on what he saw and heard in the spiritual realm.  IT HAS ALREADY BEEN DONE!  We, 

having been transformed into the eternal realm, by the new and living way through the veil of 

Jesus’ flesh, are right now taking part in that eternal realm.  WE HAVE ALREADY BEEN 

REDEEMED! 

 

Isaiah 43:19  Behold I am doing a new thing!  Now it springs forth; do you not perceive and 

know it and will you not give heed to it? 

 

Psalm 118:14 The Lord is my Strength and Song, and He has become my Salvation. 

 

If we are truly His, then He is our Strength, our Song, and our Salvation!  In Him, a new song, a 

new life, a new name, a new creation, a new spiritual nature, a new inspiration springs forth, we 

have been given abundant, eternal life by way of this new covenant!  Knowing Him intimately 

can only come through a born again rebirth or recreation commonly referred to or called, 

Salvation, by way of the action of receiving Jesus Christ as Lord and Savior of our lives.  This 

happens as a decision of our will, coming to believe in, trust in, rely on and clinging to Him and 

turning our lives over completely to Him, at the point of that kind of resolve on the inside of a 

person, then a miracle happens.   

 

The born again experience is spiritual and does not come, contrary to religious doctrine in some 

churches, by water baptism, unless the person is asking from the heart at that moment for Jesus 

to BE SAVIOR of their lives.  Water baptism is two things:  

 

1) It is an action out of obedience based on the fact that Jesus Himself did this to fulfill prophecy, 

and give an example to us of humility.  Jesus’ action in asking John the Baptist to baptize Him, 

was representative of humility in taking on a human “tent” or “tabernacle” as the SON of GOD.  
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Jesus did not sin, so His baptism was not due to sin in any way, His baptism was an obedience to 

the Father.  

 

2) It can be, for us as human beings, a statement of the conviction of sin-a statement of that 

realization, and of taking an action to proclaim repentance (a no-turning back decision to not sin 

again to the very best of our ability, a turning FROM sin).   

 

Neither does intimate fellowship with the Lord, come by attending church on a regular basis and 

becoming a member of a church, an organization, or an exclusive club.  The ability to be in 

“tune” with God only comes by way of being born again as is described in John 3:3 & 7 and was 

spoken by Jesus Himself.  What a victory He won for us!  Once we have received Jesus as Lord 

and Savior, we have on the inside of us the ability to have a personal, intimate relationship and 

fellowship with the Almighty, Living God. 

 

I Corinthians 1:30 says, But it is from Him that you have your life in Christ Jesus, Whom God 

made our Wisdom from God, [revealed to us a knowledge of the divine plan of salvation 

previously hidden, manifesting itself as] our Righteousness [thus making us upright and putting 

us in right standing with God], and our Consecration [making us pure and holy], and our 

Redemption [providing our ransom from eternal penalty for sin]. 

 

The new song of great thankfulness, praise, and desire for His presence springs forth from us 

when we have a true revelation (spiritual insight and supernatural vision) of Who He is and what 

He has really done for us.  

 

I Corinthians 2: 10,16 Yet to us God has unveiled and revealed them by and through His Spirit, 

for the Spirit searches diligently, exploring and examining everything, even sounding the 

profound and bottomless things of God [the divine counsels and things hidden and beyond man’s 

scrutiny.  Vs 16…For who has known or understood the mind (the counsels and purposes) of the 

Lord so as to guide and instruct Him and give Him knowledge?  But we have the mind of Christ 

(the Messiah) and do hold the thoughts (feelings and purposes) of His heart.    

 

Revelation of this proportion if really taken in, can bring limitless creativity, the resurrection life 

active in all of our being!  God wants us to be so fulfilled and satisfied, that everything we think, 

speak and do is an open door for Him to bring new life to those around us. 

 

When we have spent time with Him, in His presence, we bring to others HIS GLORY.  Let us 

therefore go into the throne room where He is, and has made us to sit with Him, and “sup” with 

Him daily being the extension of Him that He intended us to be.

A Testimony in Praise:  The substance of the truth revealed-the vital breath, the inspiration of all 

inspired preaching and interpretation of the divine will and purpose including both mine and 

yours.  Testimony:  To witness, to testify, to affirm or declare solumnley for the purpose of 

establishing fact, to bear witness to, to support the truth.  
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New Song: Hebrew word-Chadash New, fresh, new thing, root of to rebuild, renew.  A new song 

is a testimony born out of our thankfulness and love for Him.   

 

OUR STRENGTH: 
Hebrew (root) Azaz -To be stout, harden, impudent, prevail.  Various applications: Owz - Force, 

security, majesty, praise, boldness, loud, might, power, strength, strong.   

 

Unlimited unction, when we are joyful, satisfied, and have a true revelation of Who He is and 

what He has done, we are confident and cannot be defeated.  Our mental faculties, our physical 

faculties, and our spiritual faculties are well maintained and operating at optimum level.    

 

OUR SALVATION: 

Hebrew word: Yeshuwah/Soteria, deliverance, hence aid, victory, prosperity, health, help, 

salvation.  Wholeness, soundness, completeness in every part of our lives; body, soul, and spirit.

Phil 7:6 That I may know Him and the power of His resurrection, and the fellowship 

Romans 15:13  May the God of your hope so fill you with all joy and peace in believing that by 

the power of the Holy Spirit you may abound and be overflowing with hope… 

***Isaiah 35:10  And the ransomed of the Lord shall return and come to zion with singing and

Matthew 13:52  He said to them, Therefore every teacher and interpreter of the Sacred Writings 

who has been instructed about and trained for the kingdom of heaven and has become a disciple 

is like a householder who brings forth out of his storehouse treasure that is new and [treasure 

that is] old [the fresh as well as the familiar].  

 

Fresh revelations of “old” are “new” to us… When we get “new” revelation it is glorious and is 

fresh and new to our souls, but it has always been there, we had not had a revelation of it yet 

though.  In 2 Corinthians 3:18, the Word says,  But we all, with open face beholding as in a glass 

the glory of the Lord, are changed into the same image from glory to glory, even as by the Spirit 

of the Lord.  The newness of the revealed knowledge from intimate time with Him creates and 

perpetuates new life!   
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
